   I don’t know if you feel the same way but the older I get the more difficult it be-
comes to make choices. Maybe it’s a cumulative experience of making bad choices 
and having to live with the consequences that makes one more cautious and careful 
in making decisions.  I had a CEO of a large hospital tell me once that he had no 

trouble making  decisions but it was “pure hell” living with them.  As parents you want your children to make 
the right choices and decisions because you know how life changing some decisions can be. Maybe I think 
that there is less time for me to correct bad choices.  But there is another reality at work here as well and that 
is that there are way too many variables present in any given moment of existence to know with absolute cer-
tainty what the right choice may be.  
 
   And when we continually agonize over them, we may fall into the ancient trap of works righteousness—that 
old delusion that we can, by our good decisions and good deeds, save ourselves.  If we will just work hard 
enough, we tell ourselves, if we pray enough and help enough and give enough, then God will bless us.  It is 
partly true that God helps those who help themselves but it is equally true that you can do everything “right” 
in your life and still get sick, die, loose your job, loose a spouse, or have a wayward child.  That is why the 
Scripture doesn’t focus so much on our choices but on God’s help.  What the Scripture wants us to focus on is 
the power of God to recruit people who don’t make perfect choices or have all knowledge. 
   Make no mistake, Jesus is messing with people’s lives.  Not one or two of them but all of them went.  He 
called and they followed, for which we try to give them all the credit.  But it was not as if they decided some-
thing as much as something happened to them.  This is not a story about the power of human beings to change 
their lives or make the right choices.  This a story about the power of God—to walk right up to a group of 
fisherman and work a miracle, creating faith where there was not faith, creating disciples where there were 
not just a moment before. 
 
    This is not a story about us.  This is a story about God, and about God’s ability not only to call us but also 
to create a people who are able to follow.  Sometimes following may mean staying at home.  Sometimes fol-
lowing may mean casting the same old nets in a new way, or for new reasons.  It may mean doing something 
different with the fish you catch, or spending the money they bring at market in a different way.  It may mean 
reorganizing the whole fishing business in a new way.  It may even mean doing less fishing every day and 
spending more time watching the sun set over the water.  I remember fishing once in a Colorado stream all 
day without catching a single fish and all day long the fish were leaping out of the water looking at me as if to 
say, “You’re a lousy fisherman.” 
 
   Life does not always offer you a “good or right” choice.  The Session of this church was recently faced with 
such a situation and chose reluctantly and with deep regret to recommend the closing of the Associate Pastor 
position.  There is no way to minimize nor should we trivialize the hurt and pain this decision brings to our 
hearts and into the life of Julie and her family.   But as we give a voice to our sadness, let us not loose sight of 
the God who calls us and can be counted on to create us into a people who are able to follow.

Stephen Ministers take on a heavy burden when they help their care receivers shoulder the grief, difficul-
ties, and stresses that weigh them down.  Sometimes, the road is dark, and it seems impossible to see 
how circumstances will ever get better for their care receivers.  Sometimes the road is long, and progress 
seems likely to take place only one small step at a time, and entirely at the care receiver’s pace.  Some-
times the road is rocky, when the care receiver becomes angry with the Stephen Minister because things 
are no better (perhaps they are worse!), and the care receiver holds the Stephen Minister responsible for 
his or her problems.  At times, the Stephen Minister may find it hard to remain process-oriented and to 
leave the cure to God. 
 
Sometimes, even caregivers need care and encouragement.  This devotion suggests a variety of ways to 
affirm your Stephen Ministers, to prevent burnout, and to build up their confidence and enthusiasm.  
Once in awhile, caregivers need to feel special and appreciated.  Find meaningful ways to affirm your 
Stephen Ministers on a regular basis.  This devotion, which could be held in place of a continuing educa-
tion session, offers one way.
